The behavior that develops prior to language and may be a foundational skill for 

language acquisition is intention reading. The skill first involves understanding that 

other people have intentions-particularly communicative intentions-and, second, 

discerning what those intentions are. Early evidence that infants attribute intentions 

comes from the finding that they imitate other’s intended acts. While newborns have 

been shown to imitate behaviors like sticking out one’s tongue, only older children 

reproduce the aim of a behavior modeled for them. For example, if you take a string of 

beads and drop them in a cup, but miss, 18-month-olds will imitate that behavior by 

putting the beads in the cup. Interestingly, they will not fix the observed behavior and 

produce an intended act if it is modeled by a mechanical device. Infants regard humans, 

not machines, as having intentions.

設問２ 次の英文を読んで、問に答えなさい。 

 

In the interaction between the baby and mother, the baby needs to feel that her responses 

to him fit what he feels in himself. The mother’s ability to ‘mirror’(Winnicott,1971) the 

baby’s emotional experience enables him to find a faithful reflection of himself in her 

mind – the feeling of being seen and recognized in the eye/mind of the beholder. Through 

the experience of being mirrored the baby can learn to know about his own feelings. 

Attunement describes how the mother shares her baby’s feeling states from a position of 

separateness. Through experiencing the parent’s attunement with his emotions, the 

infant learns that mental states can be shared. Thus mirroring and attunement are ways 

of conveying to the baby that his affective states have been recognized by the parent.
